3. Acts 4 

§ Expectation – vv. 23-24 – God who made heaven and earth and 
everything in them; history of God’s intervention; expectation he would 
carry on 

§ Prayer – vv. 29-30 – prayer for boldness and empowerment) 
§ Proclamation – v. 31, 33 – spoke the word boldly, testified to 

resurrection of Jesus 
§ Breakthrough – v. 31 – place shaken, filled with Holy Spirit; anointing on 

testimony 
§ Results – v. 33 grace on them all; mercy, compassion ministries; also
